This team won 11 games and lost 2. The
offense scored 350 points for an average
0f 26.9 points per game while the defense
allowed 108 points for an average of only
8.3 points per game.

They had six players named 1st Team All
SEKC and one that was Ist Team All
State. They won the Southeastern
Kentucky Conference Championship, the
District 1 Championship, the Region 4
Championship and were the Kentucky
High School Class AA State Runner-up to
the overall #1 ranked team in the state
from Hopkinsville.

The 1965 Yellow Jackets' head coach was
Walt Green. His assistants were Jess

Taylor, Ron Whaley, Bill Ausmus and
Bobby Buckner. The team trainer was
Big Red Farnsworth. Team captains were
Tommy Barton, Hank Barnes and Greg
Page.
